STORY POINT: GOD PROTECTED ELISHA WITH AN INVISIELE ARMY.
The king of Aram was at war with Israel. Elisha sent messages to the king of
Israel, warning him abour the army’s location. When the king of Aram found out
that his plans had been discovered, he thought one of his own
soldiers had told the king of Israel where they were
staying. But the soldiers said, “We didnt tell! It was
Elisha, the prophet in Israel.”

The king of Aram heard that Elisha was
in the city of Dothan. Thar night, he sent
horses, chariots, and a large army to
surround the city.

Elisha’s servant saw the army
surrounding them. “What are we
going to do?” he asked Elisha.

Elisha said, “Don’ be afraid.
Our army outnumbers their
army.” The servant was confused.
Then Elisha prayed, “Lorp, open
my servant’s eyes and let him see.”

So God opened the servant’s
eyes, and he saw horses and
chariots of fire—the army of the
Lorp!—covering the mountain.

Then Elisha prayed for God to
close the eyes of the Aramean army.
God did, and they were blind. Elisha led
them away to Samaria. Then he prayed for
God ro open their eyes, and the king sent them
home. That army did not come into Israel again.
