W H O S E  I S  I T ?  ( L E A D E R S  W A N T E D  T O  T R I C K  J E S U S  )
M A T T H E W  2 2

 The religious leaders heard Jesus was teaching in Jerusalem.

They decided to send people to ask tricky questions to Jesus

so he can get in trouble.

 One of the men asked Jesus, “Teacher,Is it right to pay taxes

to Caesar or not?” If Jesus said they should pay Caesar,

Jesus might get in trouble because the spiritual leaders would

argue with him by saying “All our money belongs to God!

Shouldn’t we give it to God, not Caesar?”

 “Show Me the coin you use to pay taxes.” The men brought

Him a denarius. Jesus asked, “Whose picture is on the coin?

Whose name is on it?” “Caesar’s,” they answered. Jesus said,
