 Cornelius was an officer in the Roman army. He

always prayed to God. One afternoon, Cornelius saw

an angel and the angel said to him, “God has heard

your prayers” Then the angel told Cornelius to send

some men to find a man named Peter. Meanwhile

Peter went up on the roof of the house to pray.

 Peter saw a vision of something like a large sheet

coming down from heaven. In the sheet were all kinds

of animals, reptiles, and birds.
