 Peter had become a leader in the early church. Through

the Holy Spirit, God’s power helped him to heal people and

to speak boldly about Jesus. He visited the Christians

living in a town called Lydda. In that town, there was a

man named Aeneas. Aeneas was paralyzed and had been

bedridden for eight years.

 Peter said to Aeneas, “Aeneas, Jesus Christ heals you.

Get up and make your bed,” and immediately Aeneas got

up. When this happened, many people saw that Aeneas was

healed through the power of the Holy Spirit. In the city of

Joppa, there was a follower of Jesus named Tabitha; she

was also known as Dorcas.

 She was always doing good works—helping people in

need and making clothes for widows. Over time, Dorcas

got sick and died. When he heard the news, Peter went to

Joppa.

 He went upstairs in the house where Dorcas’ body lay.

Peter sent Dorcas’ friends out of the room and knelt down

beside her body. Peter prayed and then said, “Tabitha, get

up.” She opened her eyes, saw Peter, and sat up. This

miracle became known throughout Joppa, and many believed

in the Lord.
